The treatment plan must be initiated by a Consultant with expertise in the treatment of prostate
carcinoma.

ADVERSE EFFECTS/ REGIMEN SPECIFIC COMPLICATIONS

e Transienttestosterone flare: Leuprorelin acetate, like other gonadotrophin-releasing hormone (GnRH)
agonists, causes a transient increase in serum concentrations of testosterone, dihydrotestosterone and
acid phosphatase during the first week of treatment. Patients may experience worsening of symptoms
or onset of new symptomes, including bone pain, neuropathy, haematuria, or ureteral or bladder outlet
obstruction. These symptoms usually subside on continuation of therapy. Additional administration of
an appropriate antiandrogen should be considered beginning 3 days prior to leuprorelin therapy and
continuing for the first twotothree weeks of treatment. Thishasbeen reportedto prevent the sequelae
of aninitial rise in serum testosterone.

e |f spinal cord compression or renal impairment due to ureteric obstruction are present or develop,
specific standard treatment of these complications should be instituted.

e Bone Mineral Density: The use of GnRH agonists may cause reduction in bone mineral density. In men,
preliminary data suggest that the use of a bisphosphonate in combination with an GnRH agonist may
reduce bone mineral loss. Particular caution is necessary in patients with additional risk factors for
osteoporosis (e.g. chronic alcohol abusers, smokers, long-term therapy with anticonvulsants or
corticosteroids, family history of osteoporosis).

e GlucoseTolerance: Hyperglycaemia and anincreasedrisk of developing diabetes have been reported in
men receiving GnRH agonists. Hyperglycaemia may represent development of diabetes mellitus
orworsening of glycaemic control in patients with diabetes. Monitor blood glucose and/or glycosylated
hemoglobin (HbA1lc) periodically in patientsreceiving a GnRH agonist and manage with current practice
for treatment of hyperglycaemia or diabetes.

DRUG INTERACTIONS:

e Since androgen deprivation treatment may prolong the QT interval, the concomitant use of leuprorelin
with medicinal products known to prolong the QT interval or medicinal products able to induce Torsade
de pointes should be carefully evaluated
