I refer to the recently concluded agreement between the HSE and IMO, under the auspices of the Labour
Relations Commission (LRC), for the commencement of an interim out-of-hours service by Public
Health Doctors (PHDs), effective from pt June 2009. The agreement provides for a total often (l0)
doctors being on call at any given time, including one doctor on call in respect of the Health Protection
Surveillance Centre (HPSC). The service will be provided primarily from the doctors' home.

Remuneration

In respect of the provision of this service, participating doctors will be paid €576 per week of on call.
The payment rate set out also covers any call outs that might occur during the period.
